Part of the transition process will involve a three day residential at ‘Tynny’, Lymm High
School’'s very own outdoor adventure centre. Students will accompany their hall
companions from mid-September. Full details will be made available at a later date, but
in order to help you save towards this event we approximate that the entire cost of the
trip should be around £175. This event is extremely popular and has helped students
form firm friendships and settle well into life at Lymm High School; all our students recall
their experiences at Tynny with great fondness as it is a truly magical time.

Please rest assured that the transition has been planned very carefully, so as not to
overwhelm or confuse students (or parents!) in what can be an exciting but unnerving
time. All staff assigned to the transition process are very experienced and know the
school well. They will liaise with the primary schools to collate information, but should
you require any further information or have any concerns please do not hesitate to
contact us.
