GRAMMAR

All nouns in French are either masculine (le / un) or feminine (la une). All plural
nouns become les.

Le frére = the brother,

un frére = a (one) brother,
les fréres = the brothers

La soeur = the sister
une soeur = a (one) sister
les soeurs = the sisters

There are 3 ways to say my / your:

mon / ton frére = my / your brother (masculine noun)
ma / ta soeur = my / your sister (feminine noun)

mes / tes parents = my / your parents (plural noun)

Most nouns add an S (like in English) e.g. une soeur, deux soeurs
Nouns that end in —al change to —AUX e.g. un cheval, deux chevaux
Nouns that end in — eau, add an X e.g. un oiseau, deux oiseaux
