Economics Essay Competition 2023  

Closing date: Tuesday 15th August 

Every year Cambridge Society for Economic Pluralism (CSEP) hosts its Essay 

Competition to encourage Sixth Form students to go beyond their curricu-

lum and explore important questions society faces today.  

In the essays, students need to be open to a broad range of perspectives 

whilst developing a clear line of argument. Please include a bibliography 

with references to your sources. Essays should be between 1500–2000 

words in length (excluding any citations). The questions to answer are:  

1. Discuss, with reference to two countries, to what extent, and under what 

circumstances, global trade and foreign investment and lending have been 

important to developing countries’ economic catchup since 1970?  

2. Calls for price controls (whether upwards through minimum wages, or 

downwards through rent and energy price controls) have become politically 

prominent. At the same time, they are conventionally perceived to distort 

markets. In what forms, and to what extent, are price controls an effective 

policy tool?  

3. ‘Populism is primarily the product of economic marginalisation’. Discuss.  

4. Amidst mounting debt, weak domestic demand and deglobalisation, has 

the Chinese economic model outlived its usefulness? 

5. ‘The neoliberal age is over’. Discuss with reference to the resurgence of 

state intervention.  

To submit your essays, click here. 

The 1st prize winner will receive a cash prize of £50. The runners-up will 

each receive a cash prize of £15. All winners will receive certificates of com-

mendation for their work and be featured in CSEP's website. Prize winners 

will be contacted individually by 1st October 2023.

Using the Know-how Library (1 minute) 

Every application process is very different, whether 

you’re applying to study Sport Science at LJMU or 

Medicine at Oxford. Take some time to explore the 

Know-How Library which contains hundreds of use-

ful resources and guides to demystify every appli-

cation process. This includes applying for Degree 

Apprenticeships and international study. There is a 

lot of guidance on writing personal statements, 

CVs, interviews and admission processes.  

 

Personal Statements  

 

 

How to use the personal statement tool  

(11 minutes) 

 

This is your opportunity to sell yourself to your 

chosen university. Take a look at the Subjects Li-

brary and you will find an annotated personal 

statement for every subject profile. Furthermore, 

the Unifrog personal statement tool is character 

counted and spellchecked with lots of advice and 

guidance. Use your activities log to draw inspiration 

and highlight why you want to study your chosen 

subject, your suitability for that course and what 

else you can contribute to that university.   

 

CVs 

We recommend that over the summer you should: 

1. Ensure all your revision notes for the Year 12 content is up to date, including mind maps, cue cards etc.  

2. Complete as many past papers as possible. 

3. Take the time to consider your options post-18. You should return in September with the following: 

• Final draft of your Personal Statement completed in Unifrog. 

• A shortlist of your chosen universities (if you are applying). Whilst this may not be as precise as your 

final five choices, you should have a shortlist of between 5–8, ready to be confirmed by October half-

term (the school’s internal UCAS deadline).  

• A shortlist of which Apprenticeships you may consider applying for. 

4. Use Unifrog to search the following topics: 

This is your first chance to make a good impression 

with any prospective employer. Presentation is key. 

For this reason alone it should be carefully thought 

out, designed and written so that it makes an imme-

diate positive impact on key decision makers. Using 

Unifrog’s CV builder, create a CV.

Using careers library (2 minutes) and 

Using the subjects library (4 minutes) 

Why do you want to study your chosen subject ar-

ea? Are you still undecided? Take a look at the Ca-

reers Library which is home to over 1000 career 

profiles. How do you see your degree translating 

into future career opportunities? Interested in pur-

suing an apprenticeship, you can also look at vari-

ous career profiles and key Labour Market Intelli-

gence. Secondly, if you’re still undecided on what 

you want to study at university, use the Subjects 

Library to see how your current A’ Levels can trans-

late into university study. This is a good opportuni-

ty to see all the different degrees you might be in-

terested in pursuing. Shortlist at least three career 

profiles and subject areas. 

 

MOOCs (Massive Open Online Course)  

 

 

Researching MOOCs (4 minutes) 

MOOCs give you a taste for what it’s like to study a 

university module. They vary in length, some are 

several weeks others are 1 week and require differ-

ent amounts of independent study. You should reg-

ister on a MOOC you can manage alongside your 

academic studies. These are fantastic as they evi-

dence independent study, give you something tan-

gible to discuss at interview stage, deepen your 

understanding of your chosen subject area and 

show an interest for the subject area. Top tip: 

speak to your A’ Level teachers regarding the most 

appropriate MOOCs (e.g. if you’re interested in 

Pharmacy, go speak to the Science Department or 

if you’re interested in History, go and speak to your 

History teacher). MOOCs are also fantastic to in-

clude on your CV, both universities and employers 

love them!  

 

Student Webinars/Virtual Open Days   

 

 

Registering on a webinar (1 minute) 

University is a unique and fantastic experience. To 

make the most out of your university experience, 

it’s vitally important you research the course and 

university in depth. There are over 160 universities 

in the UK alone and over 35,000 undergraduate 

degrees. Using the Unifrog Webinar tool, take a 

look at the UK University Series where there are 

over 40 top UK Universities speaking about what 

it’s like to study in that region and at their institu-

tion. Furthermore, take a look at the Subject Dis-

covery Webinars, these will give you a taste/feel 

for what it’s like to study that subject at university 

and ultimately decide whether or not that subject 

is a good fit. In addition to the UK University series 

and Subject Discovery Webinars, there are also a 

whole host of Skills & Enterprise Webinars where 

you can hear from a range of top employers includ-

ing Facebook, PWC and Dell.

Finding wider reading materials  

(2 minutes) 

Wider reading will show admissions tutors that you 

are genuinely passionate and informed about your 

chosen subject, and that you're therefore likely to 

succeed at university. Wider reading could be the 

deciding factor if you have interviews. Wider read-

ing can include journals, articles, textbooks, docu-

mentaries, podcasts, ted talks and much more. 

Take a look at the Read, Watch & Listen tool on 

Unifrog which is a library full of wider reading ma-

terials, make sure you have a diverse list of wider 

reading materials e.g. podcasts, journals and docu-

mentaries. It is expected you favourite at least 3 

wider reading materials.  

 

Virtual WEX  

 

 

How to find virtual WEX (4 minutes) 

Virtual work experience, also referred to as online, 

remote or digital, provides you with the opportuni-

ty to gain experience in the workplace, develop 

your skills, boost employability and explore new 

industries and job roles. Take a look at the Special 

Opportunities on Unifrog which has over 200 Virtu-

al WEX opportunities.  

 

Post-18 Opportunities Search 

UK university search (8 minutes) 

It’s time to start thinking about what you want to 

do post Sixth Form. Do you want to study an un-

dergraduate degree in the UK? You might want to 

consider pursuing a degree level apprenticeship or 

school leaver programme. Perhaps you’re interest-

ed in an English-taught degree in Europe, the Mid-

dle East or Asia. You may be interested in studying 

in the United States or Canada. Likewise you may 

be considering applying to Oxford or Cambridge.  

Using the Unifrog opportunities search tool, com-

plete at least two shortlists. University is an invest-

ment in your future, be sure to research the course 

and it’s structure; every degree is different wheth-

er you’re studying Law at the University of Liver-

pool or Law at UCL – the courses will differ in terms 

of structure, content, compulsory and elective 

modules and the assessment criteria.
