Our A’ Level results this summer were the best set of post-16 results the school 

has ever had! Nearly all students have secured places at their preferred universi-

ties, including very high numbers heading off to the most prestigious institutions, 

including Oxbridge, and onto the most competitive courses, such as medicine.

Digital journalism work experience 

During the last half-term, Year 12 students undertook work experience at various 

workplaces across the North West. Florin Fitzgerald spent a week in July with  

Archives+ in Manchester as a Digital Journalist (Blogger).  

Archives+ has created an archive centre of excellence that brings together statu-

tory, university and voluntary organisations to provide a holistic range of archive 

and heritage services from one location. Archives+ raises awareness of, and pro-

vides easy access to, histories for the broadest possible audiences. 

Florin’s work experience involved researching through collections and learning 

about the rich history of Manchester. They increased their digital journalist skills 

and helped bring the archives to life through digitisation. They were also able to 

show off their creativity by writing a blog, which has now been published. You 

can read Florin’s blog on Manchester’s Early Role as a Hub for Campaigning for 

LGBTQ+ Rights by clicking here.
