As a Year 11 team, we will be supporting students to continue managing their increased workload
effectively, to develop and hone effective revision techniques, deal with exam stress, direct them to specific
subject intervention sessions, and look after their emotional and mental wellbeing. Year 11 is undoubtedly a
stressful and difficult year for our students, but please rest assured that we are vastly experienced in guiding
them through this journey and will be looking to build upon the excellent GCSE results that we achieved this
year.



With a linear approach to the majority of examinations (most examinations take place at the end of Year 11),
there is a greater emphasis and demand for students to retain and recall previous knowledge. Therefore,
students must continue to invest greater time outside of the school day into their studies. Adopting an
effective revision routine at home will enable them to become more confident in their knowledge and
understanding of key content in their courses. It is no coincidence that the students celebrating excellent
GCSE examination results were those who adopted a revision routine and stuck to it rigorously throughout
